I am writing to ask you to ask the Secretary of the Navy, The Honorable Donald C. Winter, to approve an event that would be unique in Naval History.  The first AEGIS ship was the USS TICONDEROGA, CG-47.  The opportunity now exists to allow the last AEGIS ship to also be named USS TICONDEROGA, DDG-112.  This opportunity will probably never be available again.  As a relative of a TICONDEROGA sailor I am deeply desirous of seeing another ship carry that name and to be the first and last of the 89 AEGIS ships would be doubly rewarding.  

I realize that the naming schema for DDGs is not that of battles but I think an exception could be made in this case so that a little Navy History could be made.  It would be great to see USS TICONDEROGA sailing with the DDG-1000 Class destroyers and Littoral Combat Ships in the future.

It would also provide for another unique situation having the first “AEGIS” USS TICONDEROGA being built at Ingalls Shipbuilding in Pascagoula, MS and the last “AEGIS” USS TICONDEROGA being built at Bath Iron Works, Bath, ME.
