The opportunity now exists to allow the last AEGIS ship to also be named USS TICONDEROGA, DDG-112. This opportunity will probably never be available again.  As a TICONDEROGA sailor I am deeply desirous of seeing another ship carry that name and to be the first and last of the 89 AEGIS ships would be doubly rewarding.
